Directions for Group Presentation

Prospectus
Each group should turn in a one-page prospectus on the first day of the presentations.  Include 4 headings:  Title of Presentation, Names of Group Members, Works Cited, and Rhetorical Precis. Presentation

You will have 10 minutes to present, so use your time wisely, preparing ahead of time for “what if” circumstances.  Be sure your media choices are classroom-appropriate and that you have a healthy variety of media types.  Your content will be rich if you include insights based on everything you have learned thus far, including aspects of film analysis and rhetorical strategies. The key is to fit what you have learned to the specific content of your video.  Complexity will always be an important consideration because the ability to detect “gray” areas and to interpret implications will always be critical.
Delivery
Assume that the delivery of your presentation will be a professional management of your sources.  How you deliver information is just as important as what you deliver.  What you wear, what you say, and how you act will send an important message and will either impact or detract from the message.  So use not only your video, but also your environment and body language to advantage.  Analyze the language you will be using and include the rhetorical devices that will enhance your speech.  Just as President Kennedy used tropes and schemes to deliver his Inaugural Address, so too can a group of high school students use figures of rhetoric.  Be strategic. Be clear.  Be you.
