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BALANCE

1. Parallelism (Words, Phrases, Clauses)

· The repetition of similar grammatical or syntactical patterns.
2. Zeugma (zoog-mah)

· A figure in which more than one item in a sentence is governed by a single word, usually a verb.


3. Antithesis (Words, phrases, clauses)

· Parallel structure that juxtaposes contrasting ideas
"Engaged yet detached"
4. Antimetabole

· Words are repeated in different grammatical forms.
When the going get tough, the tough get going.
INTERRUPTION

5.  parenthesis

· the insertion of words, phrases, or a sentence that is not syntactically related to the rest of the sentence. It is set off by dashes or parentheses. 

He said that it was going to rain – I could hardly disagree – before the game was over.
6.  Appositive

· A noun, phrase or clause which follows a noun or pronoun and renames or describes the noun or pronoun. 

OMISSION

7. Asyndeton

· A writing style that omits conjunctions between words, phrases, or clauses

8. Polysyndeton

· The deliberate use of many conjunctions between phrases, clauses, or words

REPETITION

9. Anaphora

· Deliberate repetition of a word or phrase at the beginning of several successive verses, clauses, or paragraphs. 

10. Alliteration

· words following each other or close together that start with the same consonant sound.

11. Assonance

· the repetition of identical or similar vowel sounds in the stressed syllables (and sometimes in the following unstressed syllables) of neighboring words. 

12. Epistrophe

· repetition of a word or expression at the end of successive phrases, clauses, sentences, or verses especially for rhetorical or poetic effect (as Lincoln's "of the people, by the people, for the people") Compare to anaphora.

13. anadiplosis

· repetition of the last word at one clause and beginning of the next clause

Fear is the path to the dark side. Fear leads to anger. Anger leads to hate. Hate leads to suffering. I sense much fear in you. 

14. climax

· Repetition of words, phrases, or clauses in order of increasing number or importance 

Excellent athletes need to be respectful of themselves, their teammates, their schools, and their communities. 

COMPARISON
15. Synecdoche

· metaphor where the part stands for the whole: seems more literal
"Lend me a hand..."
16. Metonymy

· A figure of speech in which one word or phrase is substituted for another with which it is closely associated at a deeper level 

      (such as "crown" for "royalty"; “lend me your heart”).

17. Personification

· Giving human qualities to something that is not human
The wind whispered through the pines
18. Periphrasis

· A trope in which one substitutes a descriptive word or phrase for a proper noun

"The Big Apple"
19. Similes

· To compare two unlike things using the connecting words like or as.
20. Metaphor

· A figure of speech that makes a direct comparison between two unlike things

WORD PLAY

21. Pun

· the use of similar or identical sounding words to create an alternate meaning to the sentence in which they are used.

22. antimeria

· One part of speech, usually a verb, that substitutes for a noun 

When the Little Leaguers lost the championship, they need just to have a good cry before they could feel okay about their season. 

23. Sarcasm

· A style of bitter irony intended to hurt or mock its target

24. Rhetorical Question

· a question that is asked merely for effects

25. Irony

· the use of words to convey a meaning that is the opposite of its literal meaning: the irony of her reply, “How nice!” when I said I had to work all weekend.

26. Oxymoron

· A figure of speech that combines two usually contradictory terms in a compressed paradox

27. Litotes

· a particular form of understatement generated by denying the opposite of the word which would otherwise be used 

28. Hyperbole

· Also known as overstatement; exaggeration used to emphasize a point.

29. euphemism

· mild, indirect or vague term substituting for a harsh, blunt, of an offensive term
"passed away" vs. "died"
30. Imperative sentence

· A sentence giving a command.

LOGIC
31. Pathos

· an appeal to one's emotions 

32. logos

· logical appeal of a speaker to  main elements are evidence and reasoning

33. ethos

· speaker's credibility

34. Exordium

· A speaker tries to win the attention of his or her audience in this, the first step of a classical model

35. Narratio

· A narration or statement of claims or facts essential to understanding the argument 

36. Confirmatio

· The arguments supporting the proposition; the evidence propping up the argument

37. Refutatio

· bringing up possible counter arguments and refuting them. 

38. Peroratio

· conclusion where one restates facts and arguments, amplify the force of points and diminish the points of the opponent.
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
